Pupil Premium Report 2016-2017
1. Rationale for allocation of pupil premium fund
We have high expectations and aspirations for all Students at Parkwood hall. In addition to SEND needs, the school recognises that certain pupils will have other needs that cause them disadvantage. It is how the additional funding is used that will make a difference to these students.
We seek to use the pupil premium money provided to support our disadvantaged students by raising the quality of teaching and learning for students. 
Research studies have established that as a group, children from disadvantaged backgrounds more commonly have reduced developmental opportunities that can limit their learning of language.[endnoteRef:1]  [1:  All Party Parliamentary Group (APPG) on Speech and Language Difficulties (2013). We therefore use our Pupil Premium money to support the funding of our own team of Speech and Language Therapists and Therapy Assistants. This means that we can provide for pupils who may have a speech and language delay due to early child hood challenges as well as those pupils who have an identified impairment.

The advantage of having our own team includes:
· Skilled staff who understand our student’s needs. 
· Onsite support for students with dysphagia and other physical needs, working alongside the Occupational Therapist.
· Universal access for FSM students to SALT therapists and programmes.
· Support for the wider communication environment, including symbolised resources.
· Training opportunities; including accredited courses such as Elklan and Makaton.
Therapists involved in enrichment activities to enhance social communication within a relaxed setting.
· Parental liaison is ongoing and consistent.
· Reinforcement of signing in classes and residential setting.

How we implement additional Speech and Language Therapy.

The Sutton Trust provides evidenced based research into the best value interventions with students. This is often used by schools as a good guide as to how to efficiently spend Pupil premium money. The Sutton trust has evaluated these interventions as to their impact on students’ abilities. Our additional Speech and Language activities are linked to several the interventions identified as having the highest impact on students.

Whilst using FSM expenditure to ensure the gap between pupils from disadvantaged backgrounds and others narrows, we also strive to improve the attainment of all our students. By having our therapists working with students in groups we further strengthen our ability to support the wider school community.
Impact 
PP students make good progress when compared to all students and non-PP students, with 87% making good or better progress last academic year.
Progress is tracked against short term targets linked to EHCP/statement
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Case Studies
Further evidence was collected as case studies from across the school.
Seven FSM students were tracked.  5 had very good outcomes and 2 good outcomes against their SALT targets. Of the 2 who had good outcomes, this was due to challenges transferring skills beyond the speech and language sessions.
All students made positive progress within therapy sessions and for the vast majority their progress transferred beyond the sessions and into their wider use of language. 
Most of support is provided within class and/or groups. Therefore, a wider range of pupils beyond those targeted secures additional therapeutic input. Pupil premium students receive enhanced levels of SALT input beyond that specified within their statements or EHCP as identified through our Provision mapping.
As a result we believe that best value has been made of our Funding for this past academic year of £22,000.

We will consider how best to use this in the coming year now SALT practice has been established.
